

















Women Travelers

An exhibition in Lauinger Library’s Gunlocke Reading Room

this fall showcases the manuscript collections and groundbreaking
accomplishments of a handful of remarkable women who traveled the
world for a multitude of reasons—both personal and professional. Journals,
letters, photographs, published works and printed ephemera highlight
the women’s careers—many of which focused on humanitarian issues—and
the internationally renowned individuals they encountered in the course
of their travels. Some of those they met or corresponded with, as seen in
the exhibition, include Indira Gandhi; Martin Luther King, Jr.; Eleanor
Roosevelt; Elihu Root; and Chiang Kai-Shek.

Motivated by curiosity, hunger for
adventure, the desire to escape family
or social obligations, or the need to
contribute to the improvement of the
human condition, women in the past
200 years have travelled the globe

as artists, explorers, humanitarians,
diplomats, scientists and writers.
Highlights of the exhibition include
the first American edition of Lezfers
written during a short residence in
Sweden, Norway, and Denmark
(1796), a seminal work by Mary
Wollstonecraft that established
women in the genre of travel
writing; letters by the great female
explorers Gertrude Bell and Freya
Stark; and four letters written by the
tragic Mata Hari, wrongly accused
of espionage during World War I.
Also on exhibit are photographs

and correspondence relating to
humanitarians Helen Keller, Mother
Teresa and Barbara Ward. Important women writers include journalists
Clare Booth Luce, Lisa Sergio and Dorothy Thompson. To highlight the
many superlative women’s collections in the Special Collections Research
Center, beyond the manuscript collections, the works of several women
artists are reproduced from the University Art Collection and displayed
throughout the exhibition.
